The day Dutch was adopted, 

Nancy visited with his foster 

Mom Ginya, MSRNT Adoption 
Coordinator Sheryl, and me, the 

Events and Donations Coordi-

nator.   
  
Nancy expressed her joy at 

being able to help Dutch. She 

shared her gratefulness for Ka-
tieõs success and expressed that 

helping rescue efforts save 

every animal possible was a 
difficult problem. A problem no 

more difficult than all the other 

obstacles she had faced, a prob-
lem she was addressing. Rescue 

is a cause that she and Katie 

embrace! 

Chance serves a purpose in this 

world--sometimes to delight, 

sometimes to frighten, some-

times to lead us down a differ-
ent pathñwinding up in a won-

drous journey.  
  
Nancy Heigl just happened to 

surf the internet and see a 

photo of òDutch,ó a Schnauzer 
puppy, in MSRNTõs care, with 

serious eye issues.

A name to honor 

a man who had taught me much 
about overcoming obstacles and 

compassion, a name to secure 

Dutch an extra advocate with 

the POWER that IS!

333-0156, leaving a perplexing 
voicemail that I had to replay 

several times to decipher the   

garbled message, òI want to 
helpépay for Dutchõs sur-

geryé my number is é

251é.crackle buzzé. crackleó.  

Rewind, replay, rewind and, 

again, replay.  By chance, I deci-

phered the number and under-

stood the message. Dutch had 

his chance to see! 
  
With unassuming compassion 

and decisive action, Nancy gra-
ciously funded Dutchõs eye sur-

gery.  MSRNT kept Nancy 

posted on the patientõs pro-
gress, by chance, she fell in love 

with this little Schnauzer and 

filled out the adoption paper-

work and agreed to fly in from 
California to òOpt to Adoptó.

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Spotlight on Schnauzer Stars - Ranger to the Rescue  
Jane had always had pet aller-

gies, but in doing some 

online research she discov-

ered that the Schnauzer 

breed was largely hypoaller-

genic, and that its tempera-

ment was compatible with 

her lifestyle.   After cruising 

around the MSRNT website, 

a certain little 

dog named 

Ranger caught 

her eye.  Jane 

was out of town 

working for a 

few more weeks, 

but when she 

returned home 

the same little 

face was still 

there peering out 

at her from the 

website.  Unable 

to resist, she 

submitted the 

application that 

ended up chang-

ing her life for 

the better. 

Ranger, a two 

year old Schnau-

zer, was a stray 

that landed in the 

Dallas shelter 

and rescued by 

MSRNT.  He was a good 

match for Jane.    òHe was a 

skinny, matted mess when he 

was rescued,ó says Jane, òbut 

underneath all that was a 

very cute, sweet little dog.  

He settled into my home in 

no time.ó    

Jane quickly signed Ranger up 

for obedience training, and 

they progressed from begin-

ner through advanced train-

ing.  Ranger became a certi-

fied Canine Good Citizen, 

but the trainer saw potential 

in Ranger, and encouraged 

Jane to have him evaluated by 

the Delta Society to see if he 

could also be a therapy dog.   

Sure enough, Ranger was the 

right guy for the job, and in 

August 2008 with training 

complete, he and Jane be-

came certified as Pet Part-

ners.  The duo has volun-

teered for pet therapy at the 

Faith Presbyterian Hospice, 

and Grace Presbyterian Vil-

lage.  In hospice care, they 

work one-on-one with an 

assigned patient.  òRanger is 

the kind of dog that just 

makes people smile when 

they see him.  Sometimes 

they want to pet and love on 

him, other times he will just 

curl up next to a patient so 

they can lay a hand on him 

while we talk,ó says Jane.   

In addition to hospice pa-

tients, Jane and Ranger also 

work with Alzheimerõs pa-

tients, who may be anywhere 

from early to late stages of 

the disease.  òItõs so gratifying 

to see the joy that he can 
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bring into someoneõs day.ó 

After Jane had Ranger for 

almost two years, she de-

cided that she was interested 

in volunteering as an MSRNT 

foster Mom.  òPart of my 

faith is to serve, and the pet 

therapy helps me do that.  

But I realized that it was be-

cause someone else took the 

time and gave Ranger a loving 

foster home that I have him 

today, and I wanted to help 

give back and do that for 

other people,ó Jane says.   

Since June she has fostered 

five dogs, which she says has 

also helped Ranger become 

more playful and comfortable 

with other dogs.   When 

asked if it is hard to give up a 

foster dog you have grown 

attached to, Jane comments 

that it is òreally much easier 

than I thought, because you 

get to help choose the home 

they will go to.  I know 

where they are going, and 

that it is a good home where 

they will be well cared for.  

And seeing how happy the 

family is to get the dog is 

extremely rewarding.ó   

Jane calls Ranger a ôgreat am-

bassador for the breed,õ but 

we think Rangerõs Mom is a 

great ambassador for rescue 

and MSRNT!

Valentineõs Day 2009, Nancy 

Heigl honored her son by 

founding MSRNTõs Jason Heigl 

òHeal a Heartó Program with a 

generous donation.  The pro-

gram is focused on saving 

heartworm positive Schnauzers 

that would otherwise have no 

chance of leaving the shelters.  

Heartworms are a debilitating 

medical condition which is ex-

pensive, risky and time consum-

ing to cure.   In our first year, 

15 Schnauzers have been saved 

and found òforever homesó 

thanks to the Jason Heigl òHeal 

a Heartó grant. 

 Nancy is a dynamo.  In addi-

tion to MSRNTõs Jason Heigl 

òHeal a Heartó Program, this 

year she and Katie founded the 

òJason Heigl Foundationó, sup-

porting many causes and chari-

ties, one of which is MSRNT. 

  

It is through chance that 

Dutch, now called Hank, lives 

in Hollywood.   He went from 

being an abandoned, sick puppy 

to a healthy, happy, clear-eyed 

Schnauzer who Nancy òOpted 

to Adopt.ó  

As Nancy shared her feelings 

with us, she mentioned that she 

had always wanted to do some-

thing special in memory of her 

son, Jason, who was killed 

in an auto accident.  Look-

ing at Nancy I felt her 

sadness, sensed her 

strength, and embraced 

her determination to take 

a chance on changing the 

world. 

  

Nancy and I committed to 

work together with 

MSRNT to make a differ-

ence in Jasonõs name.  On 

Free Santa Photos 

at the Dallas Petco on 

December 5th with  

any purchase!

Meet òDandy Danny Boyó! 
 

Dandy came to MSRNT in a real 

mess.  First he was Heartworm 

positive, which required him to go 

into our Heartworm program (see 

article on Page One).  Second, he 

had òdry eyeó which means he had 

no tear production from either 

eye.  Treatment for this condition 

is to put eye drops in the eyes two 
to three times a day.  It would 

take a special person to make a 

commitment to put the eye drops 

in his eyes every 

day for the rest of 

his life.   

 

Well éé Jerry to 

the rescue!  Jerry 

lives down in the 

Texas Valley 
(Harlingen/

Brownsville area).  

He had lost his 

travelling compan-

ion (a 15 year old 

Schnauzer) and saw Dandyõs biog-

raphy on MSRNTõs website.  He 

submitted an application and was 

contacted by our Adoption Coor-

dinator.  After going through the 

preliminaries for adoption, Jerry 

decided to make the trip to Dallas 

to meet Dandy (some 10-12 hour 
journey).  We all believe it was 

love at first sight!   

Jerry & Dandy have been wonder-

ful at keeping in touch with us as 

to their adventures.  Dandy goes 

everywhere with Jerry.  Jerry is 

reporter covering minor league 

baseball games in the Rio Grande 

Valley.  Dandy (now Danny Boy) 

rides along with Jerry to all the 

games throughout the summer and 
fall.  Dandy has learned a lot about 

baseball and is quite the ambassa-

dor!  Just recently we received the 

following message from Dandy 

which I would like to share with 

you: 
 

òEverything is fine here in the 

Lower Rio Grande Valley. Of 

course, the baseball season is over, 

but I sure had fun going to them. I 

was at several games here in Har-

lingen, but also in Edinburg, 

Coastal Bend (Corpus Christi 

area) and San Angelo. 
 

I have been to San Antonio twice 

and stayed at Red Roof Motor 

Inns, where they like dogs, and 

visited with Jerry's kids and other 

people. We probably will go again 

at Christmas. 

 
We do lots of walking, first 

early in the morning at the 

apartment complex, then 

later in the morning and after 

breakfast, usually at a nice 
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city park. Then we often go to 

where Jerry is working (since he 
isn't very busy with baseball, he is 

doing some writing for a couple 

of weekly newspapers). We always 

take another walk in the evening 

or night. 
 

I still regularly take my eye medi-

cine for dry eyes. I have been to 
the vet twice so far, having them 

checked on.  
 

I am very happy here and like to 

cuddle with Jerry on the couch. 

He really cares for me and gives 

me treats, in addition to my regu-

lar dog food. However, I have 
gained nearly two pounds and he 

has told me I am going to have to 

cut back a bit on the food. 
 

Sometimes I bark too much, Jerry 

says, especially at motorcycles and 

the golf carts the mainte-

nance people at the apartment 
complex drive. But, they really bug 

me. 
 

Oh yes, finally, although I  still 

officially have the name Dandy, 

including registered at the vet, 

Jerry calls me Danny, as like Danny 

Boy, because he likes that. But I 

can't really tell the difference, but I 
am still Dandy. 

 

I hope all the other dogs at the 

Refuge are happy and find owners.
